Sermon Seven: God’s Two Witnesses, Revelation 11:1-14

#1 - The Measuring Of God’s Temple, Revelation 11:1-2

John is given a measuring rod and told to measure the temple of God. Right now, there isn’t a
temple, 1s there? The Romans destroyed the last temple (Herod’s Temple) in A.D. 70. Since
then, the Jews have not had a temple to worship in nor to offer sacrifices to God. That, how-
ever, will change in the Tribulation Period. For a period of time, within the 7-year Tribulation
Period, the Jews will be allowed to rebuild the temple and resume offering sacrifices.

As you can see, the building portion houses both Solomon’s Temple
the Holy Place and the Holy of Holies.

rounded by an Inner Court, and that is then sur-
rounded by the Outer Court. John is told just to

measure the Temple structure itself. This is the Lavers and bases o Ny L Uppe,cou;; /;Szizﬁggﬂ:t,
dwelling place of God. And that goes to the reason ";"er °°"",%/

why John is to measure it. When one measures
something, it is, in part to show ownership of that
which is being measured.
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John is told not to measure all the Temple site—just the space belonging to God Himself.
What will become more significant along these lines later in the Tribulation Period is that the
antichrist will desecrate God’s Temple and will place a great statue of himself within to be
worshipped.

Notice a couple of other things in these

1 Not only is John to measure the Temple itself, but is also told to measure those who wor-
ship within. Here the thought seems to be that God will evaluate both the temple and those
in it.

1 There is a prophecy given that during the Tribulation Period, the Temple will “tread under
foot” the holy city (Jerusalem) for 42 months (3.5 years).

#2 - The Ministry Of God’s Two Witnesses, Revelation 11:2-6
What specidf ikecnso wea bdoount t hese witnesses:
1 Their precise message—we just know they will prophesy for 1,260 Days (3.5 years).

1 Their identity—many, through the years have speculated they are Elijah and Moses, or Eli-
jah and Enoch. The text does not give any identification—so, it is best to not give any.

What specifics we do know about these wit
1 They are clothed in sackcloth—attire indicating repentance.

1 They are described as olive trees and lampstands (taken from Zech. 4 :—P 4-)ndicating
they will be empowered by the Holy Spirit.

1 They are given power to protect themselves by devouring their enemies who wish to harm
them with fire.

1 They are given power to stop the rain; turn waters into blood; strike the earth with every
plague as often as they desire.
